Historical: With settlement of the area beginning in the 1870’s, Battleford is the oldest
community in the province and, for a time, was the capital of the North West Territory
and permanent residence of the Lieutenant Governor. In 1881, the capital of the territory

was permanently moved to Regina.

Battleford also played a significant role during the North West Resistance, acting as a
staging area and barracks for the North West Mounted Police.
